“ANSWER Key to Open Response” – Lesson 2 (2 Days)

Academic Standard(s):    

R6.A.2.3.1  Make inferences and/or draw conclusions based on text.
	Objectives:     

Students will be able to

· skim text to get the big picture.

· read actively, identifying and marking relevant main ideas and details.

· select relevant information to put in notes

· make notes to organize the evidence from the text, checking for thoroughness, accuracy, and sufficient details.


Materials:     

Entrance Slips, Sample open response questions w/passages, notebook paper, pencils

Warm-Up: Entrance Ticket: “What do you do during the “A” & the “N” steps in the ANSWER Key protocol?” – or – Summarize these steps in ANSWER Key notes)
	Procedures:  

1. Discussion: Use Entrance Slips to review what they learned so far about the “ANSWER” routine. How is the practice going? Any questions, roadblocks?

2. Introduce “S” = Skim, Read and Select
· Skim read (preview text)

· Read actively and mark text

· Select information & make notes

· Check notes

3. Students independently complete “A” & “N” steps with open response question for today’s text. Teacher prepares his/her own note plan as well.

4. Students Think-Pair-Share their note plan w/ a partner

5. Model w/Think Aloud:

a. Skim (preview) – title, photos, first sentence of each paragraph, how you can identify parts of the text that are most relevant, and how main ideas can be added to left column of note plan based on this “skim”

b. Actively read passage, identifying and marking portions of the text that provide main ideas and details to support the answer

c. Select marked text to fill in the notes, how to paraphrase rather than copy sentences

d. Review essential question and make sure notes are thorough and accurate, that you have used enough text evidence, and check for clarity.

6. Guided practice of above steps a-c w/whole group, using first section of new text and open response question.

7. Students independently complete active reading and marking of remaining text. 

8. Students work with a partner to select evidence and complete notes, then check notes for accuracy, thoroughness, and clarity.


	Closure: 

9. Whole group discuss.

10. If time allows, students will be given new text set to complete all steps independently.

11. Review what they learned about the protocol so far. Discuss need to practice, and next steps.


Assessment: 

Informal observations, discussions, entrance ticket, marked-up text, and completion of notes.
Modifications:
Extended time, additional modeling/practice, read aloud, questions clarified, and monitor group/partner on-task behaviors.
