 “ANSWER Key to Open Response” – Lesson 3

Academic Standard(s):    

R6.A.2.3.1 Make inferences and/or draw conclusions based on text.

R6 B.3.2  Distinguish between essential and nonessential information within or between texts.
	Objectives:     

Students will be able to

· analyze an ELA open response question to determine the essential question that must be answered as ell as the kinds of details required to answer it.

· actively read an open response question and underline/circle key words related to the kind of evidence required.

· prepare two-column notes to organize the evidence from the text and restate the essential question.


Materials:     

Sample open response questions & passages

Warm-Up: Review notes and article “Hawk Mountain”
	Procedures:  

1. Review previous steps in ANSWER routine and Feedback Checklist.

2. Discuss “Key Concept Words”

3. Look at notes from Hawk Mountain passage. Students focus on checking notes before writing. Check for thoroughness, accuracy, text evidence & clarity. Students need to be sure they have fully answered the essential question and listed sufficient evidence from the text.

4. Remind students that an open response answer is a very specific type of writing. They should get to the point and provide sufficient supporting evidence.

5. Explain and model “W” = Writing the response using Hawk Mountain notes:

1. What should the first sentence of our answer be? Opening sentence that restates the essential question. Keep it short & simple. Not the same as an introductory sentence of an essay. (Not a thesis statement.)

2. Turn notes into sentences to write the answer. Start with each main point in the left column of notes. Add the text evidence from the right column to generate one or two sentences. Repeat for each main point. This leads to clarity.

3. Use transition words (refer to handout). The answer does not have to be multiple paragraphs.

4. Concluding sentence.

6. Explain “ER” = End by Reviewing

· Do not skip this step!

· Explain & model rereading the question & improving the answer. Read to yourself in whisper. Edit for any missing words or unclear sentences, check to be sure the answer is clearly explained and supported by text evidence.

· Is the question answered thoroughly?

· Are the ideas stated clearly?

· Is there sufficient text evidence?

· Can we improve the answer?

· Remind students that their goal is to demonstrate their understanding of the passage through their written response.

7. Students independently review their notes on “Drawing the Line”, then Think-Pair-Share w/ a partner.

8. Students independently write and review their response.




	Closure: 

1. Share their response with partner or in small group. Discuss similarities and differences.




Assessment: 

Informal observations, discussions, completion of notes, and written responses.
Modifications:
Extended time, additional modeling/practice, read aloud, questions clarified, and monitor group/partner on-task behaviors.
