Active Readers DO:

· Make CONNECTIONS between important ideas and images, between characters and events, between prior knowledge and the text

Types of CONNECTIONS that Active Readers make:

Questioning:
when a word, statement, or action is unclear—




Question it—it may become clear later.
Connecting:
make connections/comparisons with people,

places, and things you know
Predicting:

try to figure out what will happen next
Clarifying:

watch for answers to question you had earlier or

watch for answer to study guide questions
Evaluating:
Respond to what you have read. Draw your own

conclusions about characters, events, actions,

main ideas, the whole text.
