PART ONE:
Researching  ‘McCarthyism’
[20 points]

· Write a one-page [typed, double-spaced, 12 point or smaller, MLA Heading] response paper, drawing comparisons between these real life events and the events that occur in the drama “The Crucible.”
PART TWO: 
Text Support from ‘The Crucible”

[20 points]

· Find and record at least TEN direct text references from ‘The Crucible” to support your COMPARISON of the play to the real life events that prompted Arthur Miller to write this drama back in the 1950’s.

· Also record the page numbers from the literature book version of “The Crucible” as this text will become the medium for our discussion of the McCarthyism issue.

PART THREE: Open-ended questions v. Closed-ended questions 
[20 points]

· Create TEN questions and answers with the following parameters:
· FIVE closed-ended questions and answers (with page numbers recorded)

· FIVE open-ended questions and the range of acceptable answers you will accept for the question (page numbers of text support recorded)

· Please include questions that incorporate the basic literary definitions and Freytag pyramid analysis we studied during the short story unit.

· Your list of questions must be ORIGINAL. I will not count questions that you have in common with your classmates.
