Poetry Terms—Key

1. Character—a person or animal who takes part in the action of a poem; can be major/minor, protagonist/antagonist, round/flat, dynamic/static
2. Speaker—directly involved in the action of the poem (first perosn)—the person whose message is being expressed
3. Listener—a direct person or group for whom the poem’s message is intended; the speaker him/herself

4. Setting—the time, place, mood, and atmosphere of a poem
5. Denotation—the literal or exact meaning of a word—the dictionary definition
6. Connotation—the set of associations that a word calls to mind EX Naked v. Nude
7. Diction—the specific words an author uses to  suit the audience purpose and subject of the poem—the author’s writing style
8. Imagery (sight, sound, touch, taste, smell)—the descriptive language used in literature to recreate sensory experience
9. Metaphor—a direct comparison of two things, using the verb ‘is’ to show they are the same EX love is a red, red rose
10. Simile—an indirect comparison of two things that are different, using ‘like’ or ‘as’ EX Life is like a box of chocolates; you never know what you’re going to get
11. Personification—a non-human subject is given human traits or qualities
12. Paradox—a statement that seems to be contradictory but actually presents a truth or reveals a deeper meaning EX sunny pleasure domes with caves of ice
13. Apostrophe—the speaker directly to an idea, quality, object, or person who is not present and cannot answer back
14. Pun—a play on words; a single word or phrase that has two different meanings EX ‘jest in pun’ [just in fun]
15. Tone (formal/informal)—the writer’s attitude toward the reader and toward the subject matter EX sarcastic
16. Irony—verbal—words are used to suggest the opposite of their usual meaning; situational—an event occurs that directly contradicts the expectations of the reader or audience; dramatic—a contradiction between what a character thinks and what the reader or audience knows to be true
17. Satire—the type of writing that criticizes the faults of individuals or groups
18. Assonance—the repetition of similar vowel sounds in conjunction with dissimilar consonant sounds EX sleep the meek members of the resurrection
19. Alliteration—the repetition of initial consonant sounds EX Larry likes licking lemons
20. Onomatopoeia—the use of words that imitate sounds EX ‘buzzzzz’ ‘hummmm’ ‘hissss’ ‘rustle’ ‘rattle’ ‘blink’
21. Rhyme—a repetition of sounds at the ends of words that have the same VOWEL sounds in their accented syllables Rhyme Scheme—the regular pattern of rhyming words in a poem
22. Meter—the rhythm pattern of a poem, determined by the number and type of stresses or beats in each line EX iambic pentameter UI UI UI UI UI
23. Syllabic Poetry [Haiku]—3 line Japanese verse where the first and third lines have 5 syllables and the second line has 7 syllables EX “In a Station of  the Metro”
24. Couplet—a pair of consecutive rhyming lines [AA BB] with a definable meter
25. Triplet—three consecutive rhyming lines [AAA BBB] with a definable meter
26. Ballad—four lines of poetry grouped in a quatrain where the first and third lines have four beats, the second and fourth lines have three beats, and the rhyme scheme is ABCB EX “Richard Cory”
27. Sonnet(Shakespearean)—a fourteen line poem written in iambic pentameter where the first three quatrains (12 lines) have a rhyme scheme ABAB CDCD EFEF  and discuss three qualities of the poem’s main theme, and the last two lines are a rhyming couplet GG which either reinforces or inverts the main theme
28. Limmerick- a five line poem with a AABBA rhyme scheme where the meter of the first, second, and fifth lines is three beats and the meter of the third and fourth lines is two beats
29. Hymn—same as ballad stanza
30. Ode—a long lyric poem with a single speaker and a serious theme—usually to honor a person or commemorate an event
31. Lyric—a highly musical verse that expresses the views of a single speaker
32. Free Verse—poetry not written with a regular rhyme pattern or meter—the poetic lines will vary in rhythm
33. Symbolism—something that represents or stands for something else; conventional—a widely known or accepted symbol; personal—one created for a specific literary work
34. Allusion—a reference to a well-known person, place, event, literary work; or work of art that helps to build meaning into a poem
35. Synesthesia—the close association or confusion of sense impressions, resulting in a metaphor that transfers the qualities of one sense to another EX ‘blue note’ ‘cold eye’ ‘how hot is the scent of the summer rose’
