Example: A medical researcher claims that less than 20% of adults in the US are allergic to a medication.  In a random sample of 100 adults, 15 of them say that they have such an allergy.  Test the researcher’s claim at 
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2.  Left-tailed Test

Critical value 
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3.  Test statistic
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4.  -1.25 is not in the rejection region so do NOT reject 
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 which represents the claim, so reject the claim.
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
