Topic: Cancer

Title: Ice Breaker

Grade: 12th

Time: 42 Minutes

Methods:


Introduction (5 minutes)


Being that is the first day with this class, the teacher will introduce himself or herself and welcome the students to the class. The teacher will then explain to students that they have the next three minutes to organize themselves in around the classroom so that they are not spit between males and females but rather mixed evenly. The teacher will also hand out the expectations and breakdown of grades for the course. 


Developmental


Lecture (5 minutes)


The teacher will explain to students that being able to communicate well with their peers in the class will help them be more successful throughout the course. To do this though, the students will first have to meet each other and know so more about each other to be comfortable enough to being learning how to communicate effectively. The teacher will explain to students that the information in the course can be sensitive so to learn more about their peers and their feelings and ideas, they will do an icebreaker activity. This activity will help both the students and the teacher gage the personalities in the class. Knowing the students better will help everyone feel more welcome in the classroom. 


Activity (15 minutes)


The teacher will hand out a worksheet that is the first part of the icebreaker activity. The worksheet asks the students to this of a color, car and fictional character that represents their personality. The students must then explain why they picked the color, car and fictional character they did and how exactly it represents them. It must be reinforced to students that they do not pick their favorite color, car and fictional character but rather one that represents their own personality. The teacher should walk around the classroom as students are working to monitor progress and facilitate questions to provoke thought about the connections between the topics and them. The students should also be doing this part of the activity alone. 


Partner Work (10 minutes)


After the students have completed the worksheet, the teacher will then ask the students to find a partner of their choice. Once they have found a partner, explain that they will be introducing that partner to the class based on the information they wrote on the worksheet. During the next few minutes, the students will talk with their partner about their answers and what they will tell the class when presenting them. This allows students to work on communication with one other member of the class but also communicating personal feelings and ideas to the entire class as well. The teacher should walk around which students are working to observe students communication with each other and to help keep students on task. 


Diagnostic (7 minutes)


The teacher will ask students to please quite down and return back to their seats. The teacher will then hand out a diagnostic survey on human sexuality topics. The students will rank the topics based on which ones interest them the most. This will help the teacher to incorporate topics the students are interested in and eliminate topics that the students already have knowledge about from previous classes. 


Culminating (3 minutes)


The teacher will collect student’s diagnostic surveys. The teacher will then explain to students that tomorrow they will be introducing their partners to the class and to be prepared to do so. The teacher will also ask if there are any questions about the icebreaker or the future topics to be covered during the course.
