· Discussion regarding an injury (involving a folding table) last month.  An accident investigation form was not completed, however now Kathy has one for the incident.  It seems the injury was unavoidable.

NEW BUSINESS:
· Carolina is concerned that employee’s aren’t aware of what they should/shouldn’t be doing as far as maintenance and custodial issues.  It is too common place for employees to stand on chairs to do something.  Jim said there is supposed to be a step ladder in every building and at one time there was.  Sharon suggested asking each building where their step ladder is, so everyone in the building knows.  
· Discussion regarding a Safety spokesperson/committee for each building.  Sharon said that was done in the past and she would like it to be done again.  At the next ATM meeting, Sharon will let administrators know that they are to have a small safety committee in each of their buildings (3-4 people).  Sharon will also let Administrators know that on every Faculty Meeting agenda, she would like a small section on safety.  There will also be a section for safety at the ATM meetings as well.

· First Aid Kits:  Each building should know the location.  In admin, Sharon says it’s in Fred Mill’s office.  Jim/Sharon will check on the location.

· Per Sharon’s request, Jennifer will reach out to Linda Balmoos with regard to her becoming a safety committee member.  Michelle Arnold will ask her new nurse (not yet hired) to be on the committee as well.  Tom will ask a custodian from EHS to join the committee as well. All new members will need to attend the training next month.

· Michelle will compose a monthly email to be sent out to all employees regarding safety.  She will forward the message to Jennifer first.  Krista/Rob suggested www.ohiocasualties.com for some safety tips that she may want to include.

· Krista is working on getting requested reports from School Claims Service.

· Discussion regarding a short safety message on the regular esasd website and the Compass website letting employees/parents know that we have a safety committee.  Possibly add a “suggestion” section where people can voice concerns.  Paul will speak to JR about this.

· Carolina and Paul believe the sub committee needs additional members.  Michelle Arnold volunteered to be added to the sub committee.  Deb Wisotsky also agreed to join.
